• No doubling up at the regatta, all competitors will be guaranteed 2 races (time trial plus seeded 

1st round) with up to 4 races if a final is reached. 

• Runners up events may be introduced dependent on entries and time table constraints. 

• The organising committee reserve the right to segregate events or divisions if entries require it. 

• Division times will be allocated dependent on entries and the racing draws may overlap 

divisions. Division 1 & 2 will be time trailed at the start with 3 & 4 around mid day.
